Bullies and School Safety Program
Listed below are summaries of the three scripts offered in the Bullying Program.  After each skit, students will be encouraged to make suggestions or ask questions of the puppets. Our programs will last 30-45 minutes and consist of each script that is appropriate for each grade level. The preferred maximum number of students in a performance is 200, and the cost for each performance is $125. You will be provided with a teaching packet a month prior to our performance that has lessons leading up to and afterwards to aid in learning.
You’re Not the Boss of Me! (Grades 3-5) 
Examines a bullying situation and explores ways the child being bullied can address the problem.

Eddy is being bullied by a peer and is unsure of how to handle the situation.  Through Eddy, children learn that it’s common for the target of a bully to feel afraid, confused, and embarrassed about the victimization.  With some encouragement from his older friend Clare, Eddy tells her what is happening. She is concerned about the situation and she understands first hand what Eddy is going through. Through Clare, audiences learn about social bullying. Clare helps Eddy realize that bullying is an issue that affects a lot of people and that there are different ways to resolve his problem.
Safe at School (grades 3-5) 
Explores school safety plans and how kids may be involved in the development and implementation of such a plan.
Melody has volunteered to design a school safety plan. She enlists the help of an older friend, Clare, who has worked on a school safety plan at her school. With Clare’s help and the help of the audience they are able to develop a plan.  The plan is designed to help show that bullying does not only hurt the person being bullied but the entire school as well. Children will learn that they can be involved in making the school a safer place and what ways they can help.
Rescue or Report (grades K-5) 
Addresses ways in which children who witness teasing or bullying behavior can respond to help diffuse the situation.

Melody has just heard about her friend getting picked on by a bully on her way home from school. She discusses the situation with her friend Eddy and how to help someone being bullied by using your instincts. Melody and Eddy act out an example of how to safely stop a bully situation. They ask the audience for ideas on how they can help if they witness someone being bullied. The characters will teach your students the difference between tattling and reporting a bullying problem. There is a review at the end for younger audiences of the most important things to remember.
